	RE
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	In RE children will be completing the topic on the Domestic Church called Family. Children will explore how God is present in every home. This is expressed in the love that binds the family together within the home through good times and bad times. They also move on to the topic Promises, which teaches about the promises made at Baptism and Confirmation. Children will also be leading their own collective worships as part of small groups.

	Literacy
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	In Literacy we will be beginning with some book-based Literacy on ‘Song of the Dolphin Boy’ by Elizabeth Laird, which links to our Topic work. 
We will also be completing the Read Write Inc Literacy & Language schemes of work. This half term our unit focuses on a dilemma story called ‘Lost or Stolen?’ which explores the themes of relationships, suspicion and trust. We will then move on to a non-fiction unit focussing on information texts presented in a variety of styles and write our own advice leaflet. Throughout there will be a clear focus on punctuating our work confidently using capital letters and full stops, and being able to proof read our work more independently.
 

	Mathematics 
Orange Group: Year 3

Green Group: Year 4
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	In Mathematics we will be studying:

Place value: Children will represent numbers to 100 and 1000 in different ways, as well as partitioning these into thousands, hundreds, tens and ones. They will also compare and order these and position them on number lines. We will start to count up and down in 50’s.  

Addition and Subtraction: Children will apply their number bonds to 10 to add and subtract related multiplication facts; add and subtract ones, tens and hundreds, including those which bridge across 10 and 100. We will then start to learn how to add and subtract using standard written methods with exchanging.  
Place value: Children will represent 5-digit numbers in different ways and partition these into ten thousands, thousands, hundreds, tens and ones. They will find 1, 10, 100 or 1000 more or less than a given number and compare, order and position numbers to 10,000 on a number line. Children will also learn roman numerals and how to round to the nearest 10, 100 and 1000. 

Addition and Subtraction: Children will add and subtract using standard written methods, including some examples with more than one exchange. They will learn how to choose the most efficient method to solve a problem, estimate answers and complete check calculations using the inverse operation.
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	Our topic this term is a geography topic called ‘Mountains, Coasts and Rivers of the World’. The key questions for our lessons will be:

· What do I know about world geography?

· Can I name some Mountains, Rivers, Seas and Coasts around the UK?

· What is a mountain?

· What is a coast?

· Can I name some physical and human geographical features of South America?
· Can I compare and contrast South American Geography with that of the UK?
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	Our Science topic this term is all about The Human Body.
· Lesson 1: The Muscular System. Children will learn that muscles help us move and keep us alive. They will also learn about the difference between voluntary and involuntary muscle movement.
· Lesson 2: The Skeletal System. Children will understand how our bones help us to move and protect some parts of our bodies. 

· Lesson 3: The Nervous System. Children will learn know that the brain is the centre of the nervous system and understand its role in our body.

· Lesson 4: Preparing to Eat. Children will learn how the brain and mouth start the digestive process.
· Lesson 5: The Digestive System. Children will learn how to describe the simple functions of the basic parts of the digestive system in humans. 

	How you can help at home: 
· Book change days are Monday and Thursdays, and their reading progress is monitored closely.   

· Please encourage your child to read as much as possible as this will aid their reading and writing progression and consolidate their enjoyment of reading. Children should be reading their books at home at least 3/4 times a week and each time they read with an adult, please log this in their school diaries noting which page they have read up to. As an extra incentive, we have also handed out a reading chart where children will have the opportunity to win a prize at the end of each half term.
· Maths and spelling homework will be set weekly:

Monday – spellings lists issued and tested the following week
Wednesday- MyMaths (and times table test as per rota) 
Thursday- 99 club test in school
· PE days are Tuesdays and Wednesdays. Please ensure they come to school in their full PE kit.  

· A rota will soon go out to test times table knowledge. Please keep this safe and be aware when each test is, taking the time to practice. 

· Please allocate time for your child to log into TTRockstars regularly to practice their times tables. Testing is aimed to prepare children to meet their end of year expectations which is to be able to recite their 3, 4 and 8x tables by the end of Year 3, and all times tables up to 12 x 12 by the end of year 4. Please note that in the summer term of Year 4, children will sit a Multiplication Check on all multiplication facts. 
· We will be using knowledge organisers in Topic and Science. These will be sent home and can be used to learn key knowledge. The children are tested at the start and end of each topic to see how much they know/have remembered. It is also useful to see what your children will be learning should they want to know more, or explore a different area of this theme at home.
