	RE


	In RE we will be completing a topic on Domestic Church with the focus on Family. We will be thinking about the following questions:

What does the word ‘family’ mean to you?
What people do you associate with ‘family’?

What joys and sorrows do you remember of family life?

to introduce the topic.

For Christians the pattern and ideal of family life is found in the Scriptures.  God is the loving parent of the human family and Jesus was born and lived in a human family.  
The scripture we will focus on is – Isaiah 40: 1-5,9-11,28-31, Psalms 23 and 136, Luke 15: 11-32, Matthew 5: 1-12, 44-48, John 15: 9-14, Ephesians 4:26, 31-32 and Titus 3: 4-8.. This is followed by a topic called Belonging which focuses on the sacraments of Baptism and Confirmation and belonging to the Church community. The scripture we will focus on is – Mark 1: 9-11, John 1: 35-41, Matthew 6:19-21.

	Literacy


	In Literacy we will be spending the first few weeks doing book-based literacy. Our text is Journey to the River Sea by Eva Ibbotson which links with our Mountains, Rivers and Coasts topic. After this we will return to the Read Write Inc Literacy & Language schemes of work, which consist of different units based on texts from various children’s authors. Literacy & Language also focuses on grammar skills; as well as reading, writing, speaking and listening.

The first unit focuses on stories with flashbacks (fiction) and biography and autobiography (non-fiction). The children will learn to use time signals (backwards and forwards) to signal to the reader when things happen. They will develop thoughts and feelings in the new episode that are appropriate to the characters from the original story. They will use dialogue which sounds appropriate to the characters and tells us something new about their friendships. The grammar focus will be punctuating dialogue correctly.  

	Mathematics

	In Mathematics we will be studying several areas including:

Place Value:  Including reading, writing and representing numbers to 10,000,000, multiplying and dividing by powers of 10, rounding integers and negative numbers.
Addition, subtraction, multiplication and division:  Including adding and subtracting whole numbers, common factors and multiples, rules of divisibility, prime numbers, square and cube numbers, multiplying by a 2-digit number short division, dividing using factors, long division, order of operations and mental calculations and estimates.
Fractions:  equivalent fractions and simplifying, comparing and ordering fractions, adding and subtracting fractions including mixed numbers, multiplying fractions by integers, multiplying fractions by fractions, dividing fractions by integers, calculating fractions of amounts (including finding the whole).
Converting Units: Converting: Converting between metric measures, calculating with metric measures, miles and kilometres and imperial measures.

	Geography

	Our topic for this half term is Mountains, Coast and Rivers.

This is a Geography topic. The key questions for our lessons will be:

1: What do I know about world geography? 

2. Can I name some Mountains, Rivers, Seas and Coasts around the UK? 

3. What is a mountain? 

4. What is a coast? 

5. Can I name some physical and human geographical features of South America? 

6. Can I compare and contrast South American Geography with that of the UK? 

This will be followed by a History topic, Vikings, next half term. 

	Science


	Our first Science topic this term is The Human Body.
Our knowledge objectives are objectives are:

· To understand that the heart pumps blood around the body.
· To understand that blood vessels transport blood around the body.

· To understand how the heart rate can speed up or slow down, depending on what the body is doing.

· There are many things that can be varied and changed in an experiment, we call the things we can change variables

Our second Science topic this term is ‘Classification of living things’
Our knowledge objectives are objectives are:

· To know there are five kingdoms of organisms.

· To know that plant and animal cells are different.

· To know that taxonomy is used to show how organisms are related to one another.

· To know that vertebrates are classified into five groups: fish, amphibians reptiles, birds and mammals.

· To understand that scientists divide invertebrates into group including insects, arachnids and molluscs.

	How you can help at home: 

Knowledge Organisers:

We will be using knowledge organisers in Science as well as Geography/History. These will be sent home and should be used to learn key knowledge. The children are tested at the start and end of each topic to see how much they have remembered.
Homework:

Please encourage your child to read daily as this will aid their reading progression and consolidate their enjoyment of reading, they should read at least 10 pages per evening. Children should be reading their books at school and home. 
Maths and spelling homework will be set weekly (Monday – spellings, Wednesday - maths), in addition we will set literacy homework on a Thursday which will be due in the following Thursday. 

In Class 5 we also have weekly spelling tests based on the Year 6 National Curriculum spelling list – these will be tested on a Tuesday morning and we will work on meanings and related vocabulary in class. As we move throughout the year we will increase our focus on SATS preparation ready for May.
